Responsibilities:

Teaching:

I am responsible for the MSc called Applied Cognitive Neuroscience, which is delivered as a series of 8 modules and a project, which runs over 1 year.  I teach 2 modules on this course, Computational neuroscience and Neuroimaging.  The student cohort consists of 10-14 students generally.    I also organise the MSc  in Information Security, which is also delivered as a series of 8 modules and a project, running over a 1 year period.  We typically have 25-30 students, and I teach the Biometrics Technology module on this course.  In addition, I teach an advanced level gaming module called Network Gaming: Design and Implementation.

Research:

I am responsible for developing research prgorammes in Biometrics and Neuroscience.  I just finished seeing a PhD student - Dr. Pari Jahankhani through on a project entitled: "A Modified Adaptive-Network-Based Fuzzy Inference System for EEG Identification."  I have acquired some funding from private industry (a small grant of 20,000£), and am currently awaiting a decision from a challenge fund with colleagues from the University of East London (20,000£).  My research has three basic foci:  computational biology, bioinformatics, and computational neuroscience.  

Biometrics:

I have a patent in the UK for a keystroke dynamics based approach to user authentication:  (UK Patent 5557686).  I have published the first textbook focusing solely on behavioral biometrics:  Behavioral Biometrics: A Remote Access Approach, John Wiley & Sons, ISBN: 0470518839., 2008. In addition, a second textbook on biometrics is due to be published 28 February, 20011: Cognitive Biometrics: Concepts, Applications and Technologies, Book to be published by IGI-Global Publishers.  I have published over 50 articles - in both conferences and journals.  I am the editor-in-chief of the journal International Journal of Cognitive Biometrics, published by Inderscience (www.inderscience.com/ijcb).  I have organised several workshops on Biometrics, the latest is the MMD2010 workshop at the upcoming ISDA2010 conference, to be held at Ain Shams University, Cairo, 29 November, 1 December, 2010.  I am developing applications that utilise EEG and ECG, in the context of user authentication, cognitive gaming, and dynamic user interfaces.  I have 2 PhD students, Mr. Wael Khalifa and Miss Manal, both at Ain Shams University, working on the use of EEG and ECG for user identification respectively.

Neuroscience:

I have developed an MSc programme in neuroscience, called Applied Cognitive Neuroscience, at the University of Westminster, on which I teach Computational Neuroscience and Neuroimaging on this degree course.   I have supervised a number of MSc projects in neuroscience, and currently have 2 students under supervision for projects involving EEG for cognitive gaming at the University of Westminster. In addition, I am also developing research and academic degree programmes in cognitive robotics, utilising the Lego Mindstorms NXT robots, along with the Webots robotic development system (the Khepera robots).  I am completing an undergraduate textbook on cognitive robotics and neuroscience, Neuroscience and Cognitive Robots: Frameworks, Perspectives and Practices, focusing on the study of neuroscience through the robot metaphor. We are also exploring the Microsoft Robotics Development Studio as a platform for developing simulations of robots with applications in artificial intelligence, deploying a variety of state-of-the art machine learning approaches to intelligent robot simulation.   We utlise EEG in the context of automated extraction of artefacts, and cognitive disease state classification using a variety of machine learning tools.

Computational Biology:

The University of Westminster is re-establishing its MSc in Bioinformatics, which is run jointly by staff at the Cavendish School of Biosciences and the School of electronics and Computer Science.  Students will be provided with detailed instruction through lectures both in the biological and programming domain - aimed at providing students with a broad range of academic courses and staff to support a variety of projects for their MSc dissertation work.  To support my teaching activities, I am completing a textbook on bioinformatics, Bioinformatics for Computer Scientists: Foundations in Molecular Biology, which serves to bridge the knowledge gap between computer science and neuroscience.  My own research involves the deployment of a variety of machine learning algorithms - especially rough sets - on a variety of biomedical domains such as bioinformatics and small biomedical datasets (e.g. Wisconsin breast Cancer dataset).  I am continuing research into the consequences of ischaemic stroke, such as cortical spreading depression, through the deployment of mathematical/computational models of basic cortical neurophysiology, which is soon to be implemented on a high performance computing farm (developed at the University of Westminster).

To support these programmes, a combination of academic funding - and private industry involvement are required in order to provide the funding to support the required equipment, support post-graduate students during their studies, and to provideopprotunities for post-study employment.  This model has worked in the UK and the US - and I firmly believe it is the way forward for establishing industry related academic degree programmes that provide students with solid and interesting careers beyond their academic studies, in addition to providing the funds to support basic scientific research in these fields.
